At the beginning of his course KC was very quiet and was not able to make eye contact with either his tutors or his peers. He started on our NEETs programme and attended all sessions, working hard to improve his Maths & English.  KC is a respectful young man who gives 100% with anything asked of him. It was such a pleasure to watch his confidence grow so we put him forward for a Traineeship. 
 
KC had a real journey to complete his Personal Social Development Level 1 course and his Level 1 English and Maths and then onto his Occupational Studies course (Traineeship) and his Level 2 English, of which he has passed with flying colours. His distance travelled has been so impressive, however, unfortunately, he just missed out on his Level 2 Maths. He is now revising to re-sit this exam with us and we hope he will be able to achieve this.
KC’s main long-term goal is to gain employment on the roads as Highway maintenance – he cannot do this until he has his Level 2 Maths. I am sure this is something he will achieve in the near future.
KC’s confidence has grown so much whilst he has been with us here at PIP and he will now take part in discussions with tutors and peers alike.

He is respectful when spoken too and will give his opinions when he sees fit. With regards to attendance, KC is always on time and happy to complete any work given.
